FEELING THAT MY FAMILY IS IN COMPETITION 
Sometimes we can feel pressure to be the perfect family. 
There are so many expectations that are placed on us and 
we place on ourselves. We can set expectations that are 
unreasonable and impossible to meet. 
 

As we as Christians continue to celebrate the Season of 
Christmas, it’s good to think about us approaching the 
manger… approaching God where he was born in time. 
Jesus wasn’t born in the best rated hospital; he wasn’t even 
born into a 5-star hotel. God becoming man… Jesus being 
born… this is a descension or lowering of himself. God is 
unlimited… he is infinite. Human beings are limited… even 
our best can get tired, weary, and sore. Jesus’ being born, 
being 100% God and 100% man, meant that he chose to 
limit himself to the dependent and helpless capacities of 
an infant. 
 

BEING TRULY HUMAN… AND TRULY GOD… 

As God chooses to limit himself and to be born in time, God 
makes himself very vulnerable with us. Jesus, even being 
the Son of God, would probably have woken his parents up 
in the night hungry. Jesus as a toddler would have needed 
to be potty trained. Jesus would his first words, take his 
first steps. As a moment of pure imagination and 
speculation, I think about the fact that I can never 
successfully argue with a regular two or three-year-old 
who is convinced that they are right… how could I have a 
conversation with the Son of God, who would actually be 
right!?! Jesus would have lost his baby teeth, one by one. 

Jesus would have had a growth 
spurt. Jesus may have had acne. 
Jesus’ voice would have changed 
and deepened. As he grew, Jesus’ 
shoes would get too small and he 
would need bigger clothes. Jesus 
never stops being God, but Jesus’ 

humanity is just as real. And because Jesus’ humanity is 
real, Jesus doesn’t understand us just from the outside. He 
doesn’t just read about these ‘humans’ in a book, but Jesus 
can relate to our own experiences because he had real 
experiences like ours. As God, he knows our inmost 
thoughts. He can understand us the way that we want to 
be understood. Being human, he has his own experiential 
knowledge as well. 

 

APPROACHING OUR GOD IN THE MANGER 
Jesus was born to be our Savior. Many Christmas carols 
proclaim, “Christ our savior is born!” One way that we can 
enter into this time is to approach the manger-bed of Jesus. 
It is the place of God’s humility. We can let our own guards 
down and offer our God our lives… the things going well 
and the areas of struggle. Jesus can hold us in love and 
understanding. 
 
Father Vogel and myself want to take this time to say 
“thank you” to each and every one of you who had a part 
in making our beautiful Christmas liturgies possible, 
whether it be through sacred music, the enhanced 
environment or serving as liturgical ministers.  Your time is 
appreciated by all.
